Swim Meets 
 All swim meets will be held at “Pepper” Geddings Recreation Center, 3205 Oak Street, Myrtle 

Beach.  All regular season meets are held Thursday nights.  The Championship meet will be 
Saturday, July 31.  The meet schedule is attached.   

 If you plan to miss a meet, please notify your coach.  This will avoid open lanes during the 
meet and will keep the evening moving smoothly.   

 Please have your child at the pool on time so they are able to compete in all of their 
swimming events.   

 Family and friends should view the meets from the balcony or the playground area outside the 
pool windows.   

 Coaches and assistants will be on deck to ensure the swimmers get to their events.  
 Please for your health and safety, no street shoes on the deck and no food on the deck.   
 Following these few procedures will enable us to run a safe and effective program.

the meet, ribbons will be given out to the team coaches.  It will be their decision whether to give 
them out at the Recreation Center or at their team’s practice.
