The City of Myrtle Beach’s recreation center fees and rates are listed below. If you reside within
city limits, own city property or have a military/veteran ID, you qualify for a city resident rate. Patrons
must bring driver’s license to verify address and age. Family members are defined as spouses or
domestic partners and children up to 18 years of age (up to 24 years of age if attending school full-
time). Family members cannot be added to Teen Memberships. Guests under the age of 14 are not
permitted in the weight or cardio rooms or indoor walking track area without a guardian present.
